This does not set up a consumer
agency that takes a look at what comes out of it. Heavens,
far from it. It takes a look at whether or not we' re in­
creasing the powers or responsibil1ties of a particular state
a:",ency or local government and then it says, if you increase
the powers of agency X to regulate a certain type of bus1ness,
what will really be the cost to that business and will really
be the cost then to consumers. Let me vive you an examnle.

~ eople because 1t seemed to emphasize things that had verv
little to do with health and safety. '.Jow all of mv bulk,
the people that have small petroleum bulk plants in my dis­
tr1ct, under the f1rst go around under QSHA would have been
put out of business and 1t would have had apparently no
effect upon the health or safety of the operator or the
people that bought the petroleum. Now 1f we'd had some­
thing like this at the federal level to take a look at the
responsibilities being given under the > ccupat i r>nal Hea l t h
and Safety Act, perhaps they wouldn't have given the powers
to :hat federal agency that they did. If we had given cer­
tain limitations to our State Department of Health, oerhaps
they wouldn't have provided some of the regulations that
now are affecting some of our hospitals. True, most of them
are federal but some are state.

SE:JATQR KRE."1ER: Then, Senator Bereuter, you are telling
th1s body that this would affect, have an impact then on
the consumer, on the business only 1f it broadens or lessens
the power of a state agency. Is this right?
