SPEAKER LCEDTKE: I believe Senator Stoney wanted to take
care of that LB 21 situation that has developed and : think

SENATOR STONEY: Mr. President, members of the Legislature,
a few minutes ago, or it seems like only a few minutes ago,
we brought LB 21 back to Select File and added an amendment.
Subsequent to that adoption the Games and Park Commis=lan
has contacted us and advised that with the amendment, we
would not be in compliance with federal coastguard regulations
which we must comply with and for that reason I would ask that
the bill be returned from Final Reading to Select F1le to strike
the amendment that we adopted this afternoon.

SENATOR SAVAGE: All right. Is there any discus..ion? The
quest1on is to return LB 21 to Select File for the purpose
of strlk1ng the amendment that was put on earl1er in the day.
All those in favor please vote aye, opposed vote nay. Senator
