Senator Shirley Marsh of the 29th District. Title read.

PRESIDENT: Senator Marsh,

SENATOR MARSH: Mr. President and members of the Lepis-
lature, as you probably are aware, Nebraska has the resnon-
sibillity for certaln persons who are wards of the state
through no fault of thelr own. This 1s a court decision.
The state 1s in lieu of parents when parental riphts have
been voiuntarily given up or taken away by a court for
various and sundry reasons. This bill 1s introduced so
that some of these young people may more nearlv he in a
position to support themselves when they are no longer
wards of the state. A number of them have been phvsically
handlicapped, have been late starting their formal education
and are not even through high school when they are ape
nineteen. Thls would allow those young people to complete
thelr high school education or in some instances allow

this young person to attend a technical community collere
or other educational facllity so that he or she mav be
better able to support himself or herself in the vears to
come. This does not cover very many persons. Tt 1is
estimated by the Department of Welfare that there will bte
approximately twenty-five people who come under this caterorv
thls year. Previously, as in some other catepories of state
support, we allow educational help throursh a different are
limit. Origlnally, as you are all aware, our lepal ape

of majority was twenty-five, excuse me, was twentv-one.

As this has been reduced, the needs are st1ll there for

the young people to have this opportunitv. There 1s a
fiscal impact note with this and 1t would need to be held
on Final Reading but I urge you to advance LB 732, 'his
will be administered through the Department of Welfare.
They currently have the responsibility for supervisine
wards of the state. Thank you very much for yvour support.

PRESIDENT: The question is the advancement of the bill.
Record your vote. We are under Call, Senators. Please
vote. Ve are under Call.

SENATOR MARSH: I think, Mr. President, T think we are
