SENATOR MARVEL: Motion carried. The bill is indefinitelv
postponed.

It was an oversirht
and 1t was passed with 43 votes. So apparently there is no
opposition to 1t and we had already sent 1t to the Governor
and we asked to have it returned so that we could put on this
emergency clause and Senator Kremer said that schools who are
effected with this situation with more students brought into
the district need this extra help. So I would urge that we
support this suggestion of Senator Kremer's.

SENATOR MARVEL: Any other discussion? You have heard the
motion and the second.
