SPZAKER LUEDTKE: The Chalr recognizes Senator Simcn, causion-
in,; everybody that we have a fifteen minute limit and 1f vou
are st1ll talkinr we wlll have to fo0 on to the nex*t bill.
SENATOR 3IMON: Just one brief comment, Mr, President, mem-
bers of the Lesislature, I think Senator Stoney covered the
bill very adequately. Senator Kahle had raised the question
to me and I think 1t might be on some other people's minds in
recards to the cost. As Senator 3toney sald the countv
officlals did no* oppose the billl, They had no problem with
it. The cost for an autopsy ranges from 3220 to $379 per
instance and the twc largest countles that havs had Sudden
Infant Death, Senator Stoney mentioned that <here were flfteen
in Douglas County and five 1n Lancaster Countv, both of those
countles risht now perform autopsles already so we're not
talklins about any additlonal cost to Douslas Zouinty or lar=
caster Counzy. The next county down in '76 whizh is Hall
County, had three deaths so 1%t would be talklns about a maxi-
mum cost of $900 if we're golneg on '76 figures so there 1s no
susbstantial financial impact against the counties and as I
sald they did not oppose the b1lll so I certalnly would zoncur
with Senator Stoney and move for adoption of the bill.
