SENATOR MARVEL: We're on 757, Special Order. The Clerk
will read the title.

CLERK: Read title to LB 757. The bill was read on January
10th of this year. It was referred to the Education Commit-
tee. Mr. President, pursuant to a motion by Senator Duis,
regarding raising LB 757 on General File, that motion was
adopted by the body on March 13th c¢f this year.

SENATOR MARVEL: So the bill is on General File, ready to
be considered. Do we have amendments? The Chair recosnizes
Senator DeCamp for purposes of a brief discussion of the bill.

It tries to address what I think everybody on all sides of
the state aid question have labeled as a crisis situation.
