SENATOR SAVAGE: If there is no further discussion the
question 1s the adoption of the Committee amendments %o
L2 958. All those in favor vote aye. Opposed vote nay.

Please vote. Have you all voted? Please vote. Senator
Savage voting aye.

CLERK: Senator Savage voting aye.

SENATOR SAVAGE: And record.

CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays on the adoption of the Committee
amendments, Mr. President.

SENATOR SAVAGE: The Committee amendments are adopted.

Senator Warner. Excuse me, there is another amendment on
the desk, Senator Warner.

CLERK: Mr. President, Senator Murphy now moves to amend...
Senator, would you like me to read the amendment? All right.
(Read Murphy amendment found on page 1431 of the Journal.)

SENATOR SAVAGE: The Chair recognizes Senator Murphy.

SENATOR MURPHY: I had occasion this summer to come across

an instance and I believe I mentioned it earlier where in

this case, two University professors are doing outside oprivate
contracting work for private business, competing with private
business, I would assume on University time and in this case
certainly using the Unlversity computer in which to compile

a2 statistical report. I pursued 1t a little further to find
out if in fact the state had been reimbursed for this private
use of the University computer and found that the astronomical
charges of about $8.47 had been charged to compile this three
quarter Inch report and that the charges made were 3$3.47 which
were due last June and as of this date are not paid. MNow I
object very much to the pricing concept but more seriouslv I
object to the concept that in an eighteen day period, orivate
enterprise can move in on the University professors who can
then take over the computer time even though there is a
serilous backlog of University work to be done. I do not ap-
prove cof the use of University equipment period, but I certain-
ly do not approve of the scheme of priorities presently en-
forced and accordingly I am asking that we direct the Univer-
sity to establish a priority that the University computer
system will not be allowed to be used by their professors for
personal income until all University work has been satisfied.
I would move the adoption of the amendment.

SENATOR SAVAGE: Is there any discussion on the Murphy amend-
ment? Seeing none, the question... Senator Marsh.

SENATOR MARSH: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, and members of rthe
Lezislature. Senator Murphy, are you aware that there is a
different price for time on the computer dependine on what

status that run is going to have already at the Universitv?

Yhether it has high top priority, second priority, third
priority, fourth priority?

SENATOR MURPHY: I'm not certain what you are calling
priority, Senator Marsh. This 1is the issue I wish I had

more information on and which I am asking that the University
in fact, establish.
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
