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the necessary staff to suppert that. So I think that 1is
part of the staffing psttern, too, that we now have...
Senator Carsten has his hands full with a Select Committee
and Senator Warner has just finished one on post-secondarv.
Telecommunicatlons that Senator Clark chairs certainlv has
met several times so certalnly we are talking about staff
support, other kinds of support for this Leglslature on
almost a full time basis and I think that that oucht to

be part of the record.

SENATOR SAVAGE: The Chair recognizes Senator Rumerv.

SENATOR RUMERY: Mr. President and members of the Legis-
lature, I would like to give a little supvort to some

of the things that have been said this morning. First

of all, Senator Murphy indicated that he thought that
orientation would be very valuable. As a relativelv

new member of the Leglislature, I appreciate the orienta-
tion that I had. I guess maybe he is talking about some-
thing a 1little longer and more in depth which T wouldn't
be in any position to criticize at this moment because
the orientation that I received was verv valuable and verv
much appreciated and I think we ought to give full atten-
tion to this as we...as full attention as we possiblv can.
I would like also to mention a couple of things and one
of them 1s the staff that we have available for us in

Dr. Rodgers office. They have been of great help to our
office. During the interim, many times I have been in
contact with Mrs. Nelson and she has gone to Dr. Rodgers
office and he has assigned her a staff member that has
searched the statutes and come up with valuable infor-
mation that we can use and I don't think I ever even
mentioned my gratitude to anybody for that but T reallv
do appreciate 1t. One other thing, Mr. President, T
wonder when these people who represent the Legislature

at these area and national committee meetings and conven-
tions and workshops and so forth, if i1t wouldn't be valu-
able if we could get some kind of a report for them that
would be presented to the whole Legislature and T cuess

I don't mean just a written report. I think we would do
well to take a little time out of the schedule that we
have, and we know 1t 1s always full anyway, but T think
1t would be a good indication to the rest of us what we
are doing here and what the money 1s bringing back to the
Legislature and the State of Nebraska. Thank vou.

SENATOR SAVAGE: 1Is there any other discussion? That will
complete the explanation, then, of the Legislative Council
Budget by Senator Marvel. At this time, T would like to
introduce 16 senior high students from Litchfield, Nebraska,
with their instructor, Mr. Ron Street. They are in the
North balcony. They are in Senator Rasmussen's District

but Senator Rasmussen has been excused the last couple of
days due to the death of his father and 1is not present

in the Legislature so we would like to welcome vou 1f vou
will rise and be recognized. We will now go to LR 953,
