SENATOR MILLS: I don't know if 1t would be the onlv if thev
were to me out and bulld a whole brand new fish hatcherv, but
it's one of the few, Senator Reutzel, one of the few 1in the
State of lsbraska and perhaps the only place but this I want
to impress upon you, 1s not bullding a new nlace. Tt's no*
buildin,- a new fish hatchery. It's merely completelin.: phase
three of what has already taken place.
