amended version that Senator Brennan offered.

SENATOR NICHOL: Are there any obgections'? The amendment
is withdrawn. We' re back to the bill.

SENATOR BRENNAN: I move that the bill be advanced.

CLERK: Mr. President, LB 412 was a bill introduced by
the Government, Military and Veterans Affairs Committee.
(Read title to LB 412.) The bill was first read on
January 17. It was referred to the Government Committee.
The bill was advanced to General File. There are Committee
amendments pending by the Government, Military and Veterans
Affairs Committee. Senator Duis had an amendment to those
Committee amendments, which was adopted by the body on
March 20th of this year. We now have pending the amended
Committee amendments by Senator Keyes' Government Committee.
