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Committee, some other people. I move adoption of the
committee amendments. Are there any amendments to the
committee amendments? Mr. O'Donnell, are there any
amendments to the committee amendments'? No. Okay, I
would move adoption of the conmittee amendments. The
committee amendments, I assure you, are strictly technical
in nature, bring the bill into final form. Once the
committee amendments are adopted we can discuss the
overall issue of the Medicare, medigap bill and any
subsequent amendments, but I would gust get the committee
amendments adopted first. Specifically, the committee
amendments define...redefines the definition of limited
indemnity policy to include hospital indemnity, specified
disease, nursing home policy. Section 7, it makes it
clear that disclosure in regard to additional replacement
policies can be handled in a single form and finally 1t
gives a period for retention of disclosure forms which is
consistent with the general time requirements for retent1on
of files for examination purposes. I move adoption of
the committee amendments and then I will move onto the
bi l l .

SENATOR NICHOL PRESIDINQ

SENATOR NICHOL: Any other discussion'? You are voting
to adopt the committee amendments. All those in favor
signify by voting aye.

CLERK: Senator Nichol voting aye.
