This does not nean that if the insurance
conmpany or sonebody or sone self insured for exanple wants
to furnish their own they can. They get the formfromthe
court and if they use a Iar%f nunbez of themthey can print
their own if they want to. ut if they want the court to
furnish that formin quantities then the court, in this
bill, would be allowed to charge a fee for furnishing those
forns so as to recover their cost of Frinting the forms and
furnishing those forms.
