PRESIDENT: The Cha i r recognizes Chairman Schmit of the
Public Works Committee.

SENATOR SCHMIT: Mr. Pr esident and m embers of the
Legislature, the committeeamendments provide f or t h r ee
basic changes, none of them very serious. First of all, the
one amendment would remove the words "demand charges" as
charges which could be collected for purposes of the Water
Revenue Project Bonding Act. At first the Bonding Authority
thought this might cause them some trouble. Now they don' t
think so, but we did remove those words anyway. . .we added
t hose wo r d s anyw ay. Sec on dl y , the amendment reinserts
language which was contained in LB 1106 which we passed last
session a n d w o u l d l i mi t t he smalle r p r o j ec t s t o $10 m i l l i on
or less for the Resources Development Fund. As the bill was
drafted, the pr ojects which started out at l e ss t h an
$10 million but ran over that amount of money because o f
cost ove r r u ns c ou l d receive funds fro m the R es o u r c e s
Development Fund. We do n't change that, but the amendment
says t ha t t h e $ 10 mi l l i on r s a l l t he y c an ge t f r om the
Resource Dev e l o p ment Fu n d so that we do, in fact, place
t ha t k i nd o f l i mi t a t i on on i t . The t h i r d ch a n g e wou l d
remove the power of the Natural Resources Commission =o
study whether in stream flow requirements could b e me t
through the u s e of sto red water and e xisting storage
f ac i l i t i e . The p r ov i s i on i n L B 110 6 made the entities who
had the appropriations of record nervous about whether their
a ppropr - a t x o n s c ould be e l i mi na t e d xn favor o f a new
xnstream appropriation. So we el iminated that provision
that dealt with the existing xnstream flow r equi r ement . The
f i na l se ct i on w o u ld i nse r t on e word in Section 22 which
would further clarify that s ect i o n and as t h e o r i g i n a l
drafters attempted to do that. I urge you to adopt the
committee amendments.
