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PRESIDENT: The bill 1is on Select File now. Senator
Hoagland.

SENATOR HOAGLAND: 1 would ask the adoption of the
amendment, Mr. President.

PRESIDENT: The motion is to adopt the amendment which has
been discussed. 1Is there further discussion. 1If not, the
motion is to return to adopt the amendment offered by
Senator Hoagland. All those in favor vote aye, opposed vote
nay. Have you all voted? Record the vote, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 26 ayes, O nays on adoption of Senator Hoagland's
amendment to the bill.

PRESIDENT: The amendment has been adopted. Senator
Hoagland.

SENATOR HOAGLAND: I ask that the bill be readvanced,
Mr. President.

PRESIDENT: Motion is to readvance LB 406 from Select File.
Those 1n favor say aye. Opposed no. Motion carried. The
bill is readvanced. LB 496. The Chair would 1like to
interrupt to announce that there are some guests to be
introduced in the north balcony. Senator Withem has 22
students from St. Columbkille School in Papillion with
their teacher. And Senator DeCamp has 27 eighth graders
from Neligh Public Schools with their teacher. We would
like to have you stand. We recognize you and thank you for

coming down to visit your Nebraska Legislature. Senator
DeCamp, personal privilege.

SENATOR DECAMP: Yes, Mr. President, very briefly, for years
Senator Chronister has passed around to various senators in
here clandestine copies of a picture of me in really fine
form with a young lady who was in really fine form, too, at
a swimming pool, and used it to kind of +try to almost
blackmail me a couple of times but, anyway, I wanted to
finally tell Senator Chronister the young lady, now a little
older, is the teacher up there and she, like I, have added a
pound here or there but that is the one, Senator Chronister,
for your personal knowledge.

PRESIDENT: Mystery 1is solved. Thank you, Senator DeCamp.
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
