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PRESIDENT: Thank you. The question is the advancement o f the
bill. All tho s e in favor vote aye, opposed nay. Record,
Mr. C l e r k .

CLERK: 30 ayes, 1 nay, Mr. President, on the motion to advance
t he b i l l .

PRESIDENT: LB 61 advanced to E & R. We' ll move on to LB 106.

CLERK: Mr. President, 106 was a bill introduced by Senator Lee
Rupp. (Read title.) The bill was read on J a nuary 8, r e ferred
to the Education Committee, advanced to General Pile. I have no
amendments to the bill, Mr. President.

PRESIDENT: Sen at o r Rup p , p l ea se .

SENATOR RUPP: Mr . Pr esident, colleagues, unlike some of the
o ther school consolidation bills that we' ll have b e fore u s in
the coming weeks an d mo nths, this one is noncontroversial, I
b el i e v e . I t i s a r ec y c l e b i l l t ha t wa s i n t r odu c e d l a s t y ea r a s
LB 897, passed the Education Committee on a vote of 6-0. But it
w as not d ec l ared a pr ior ity b ill, so it ran out of time. I
introduced it again this year, recently it came out of Education
Committee by a vote of I believe 7-0. I introduced this bill on
behalf of Lak eview High Sch ool, a Class Vl sch ool in my
district, a board member of which is the President of the State
Class VI Association. I gues s I should gi v e just a brief
explanat on. Most of you know, of course, that a Class I school
is kindergarten thr ough eighth g rade . A C la ss V I is a high
school only, that is an umbrella t hat encompasses a vary ing
number of feeder schools of C ass I' s. Lakeview is a Class VI
like that, it encompasses five Class I's in the no rth h a lf o f
Platte County. I introduce it again on their behalf. There is
one word in the one-Inner on your agenda that scares me a little
bit. It zs i n accurate, that fzrst w ord " req u i r e sc h oo l s to
c onso l i d at e " . I t sh ou l d be "allow", more properly be " a l l o w " .
I don't want to raise any red flags where it isn 't n ece ssary.
Simply what it doe s, a Clas s I no w that is cor.tracting for
i nstruction of its pupils with another Class I ca n merge wit h
tha . I. Th at is exi sting law. T hi s simply changes that to
say...it leaves that intact, but it also says that a Class I can
m erge with any other Class I as long as that ot her C lass I is
part of a Class VI. I r ealize that concept is a little hard to
grasp. You almost have to sit down with pencil and p ap e r and
draw out som e lit tle di stracts. But I' ll repeat again the
second half of xt, the major portion. It a llo ws a C lass I to
