So m e of the cases in my d ist rict, an d
in probably S enator El roy Hefner's that haphazardly they laid
t ile, they didn't pay any attention where the y laid it , the y
d idn ' t even lay it in a natural course, so that is some of the
things ha t I s ill think this bodv could address a nd ve t n ot
cause a lo t o f th e p rob lems that Senator Schmi . brought up.
