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to introduce this new bill and I had the introducer's statement
of intent handed out that you can scan it if you wish. It says
briefly about the same thing that I just said, simply a new bill
to allow Nebraska to come into compliance with the federal
government and switch daylight savings time beginning date from
the last Sunday in April to the first Sunday in April. It has
no affect on the end in October, just on the beginning. 1If
there are any questions, I would be happy to answer them.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Thank you. Any gquestions of Senator Rupp?
Any discussion on the motion to introduce a new bill after the
10 day limitation? Seeing no lights, the question 1s then,
shall the motion be adopted to introduce a new bill? All in
favor vote aye, opposed nay. Have you all voted? Record.

CLERK: 40 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President, on the introduction of a
new bill.

SPEAKER BARRETT: The new bill is introduced.

CLERK: Mr. President, a new bill, LB 774&. (Read for the first
time by title. See page 756 of the Legislative Journal.) That
is all that I have, Mr. P: :sident.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Thank you. All members will please return to

their seats for Final Reading. Members will please return to
their seats for Final Reading. Proceed with Final Reading,
Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: (Read LB 40 on Final Reading.)

SPEAKER BARRETT: All provisions of law relative to procedure
having been complied with, the question is, shall LB 40 with the
emergency clause attached be passed? All in favor vote aye,
opposed nay. Have you all vota2d? Record.

CLERK: (Record vote read. See pages 756-57 of the Legislative
Journal.) 41 ayes, 1 nay, 3 present and not voting, 4 excused
and not voting, Mr. President.

SPEAKER BARRETT: LB 40E passes. Next bill.

CLERK: {Read LB 40A on Final Reading.)

SPEAKER BARRETT: All provisions of law relative to procedure
having been complied with, the question is, shall LB 40A become
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
