CLERK: 11 ayes, 1 nay to go under call, Mr. President.

All members return
to their seats. Those outside the Chamber, please report to the
Chamber. Please record your presence. The house is under call.
Members, please return to the Chamber. Record your presence.
Senator Landis, please. Senator Hannibal. Senator Weihing,
please. Senator Moore. Senator Schellpeper, would you please
record your presence. Senator Rogers, likewise. Senators

Ashford and Hartnett, please return to the Chamber. Senator
Lynch, please record your presence. Senators Ashford, McFarland
and Abboud, please return to the Chamber. Senator Chambers, all

have returned except for Senator McFarland. So you want to
proceed? Senator Chambers has requested a roll call vote. All
members will return to their seats, please. (Gavel.) Proceed.

CLERK: (Roll call vote taken as found on pages 778-79 of the
Legislative Journal.) 20 ayes, 22 nays, Mr. President, on
adoption of the amendment.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Motion fails. The Chair 1is pleased to
introduce two guests of Senator Elmer under the south balcony,
Dr. Mullen from McCook and Dr. Stuhmer from Alma. Would you

gentlemen please stand and be recognized. Thank you. Come back
again.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Thank you. Senator Peterson, for what purpose
do you rise?
