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followed by the cocaches and which are going to be followed by
the people who prepare the playing fields. But, in any event, I
don't believe the bowling alley example applies. We are dealing
with paid employees. We are...and the paid employees are not
exempt. I would urge a vote against the amendment <to the
amendments. Thank you.
