SPEAKER BARRETT: Thank you. Any other discussion? Senator

But I
want you to ask them also what their reaction will be when they
get that bill. Ask them if it does not place in their hands the
balance of power that is necessary to bring to heel a 1lot of
farmers and a lot of ranchers who otherwise might be able to
negotiate a better deal. 1 am disappointed, I gquess, that so
many of us seem to be concerned about protecting certain
individuals and providing certain benefits, tax credits,
et cetera, for certain elements of society who earn hundreds of
thousands of dollars a year, on the other hand when individuals
have played by the rules for many, many years and everything
goes to hell and a mess of garbace, we say, well, we are going
to close this loophole. But you don't go out...you don't throw
the baby out with the bath water and I would suggest that you
are going to find that when this happens you are going to create
a lot more problems where problems would not need to exist.
