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could there be an equivalent number of appeals from that number
of cases in Small Claims Court, Senator Ashford?

SENATOR ASHFORD: Y es .

SENATOR CHAMBERS; So what, you are doing, me mbers of the
Legislature, is not reducing the number of actions that will go
to the regular court system. What you are doing is opening up
the Small Claims Court system to all of these c laims o n an
unlimited basis. I just wish that somebody else were trying to
make these points clear so that the issue could be looked at and
there would be an understanding of what we are dea ling wi th.
Senator Ashford has answered every question, I have asked him,
very forthrightly. But I don't think it's registering at all.
If this b ill is being offered in the interest of conserving
judicial resources, it is not going to accomplish that. It is
going to i ncrease the drain on the courts at the small claims
level and at whatever court you appeal it to, depending on what
county you h appen to be in where there might be a Small Claims
Court. So I am asking that you strike this from the bill.
