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moved and became the Village of Nehawka. I think many are
familiar with Union because of its apple orchards in early times
and with the Folden Union Mills which was established there in
1856. We had the first native Governor of Nebraska, Sheldon
came from Nehawka, and that will have to do with the next
resolution. But I wanted to recognize that point at this time.
So 1 would urge adoption of the resolution.

PRESIDENT: Thank you. Any other discussion? If not, we'll
take a vote on LR 99 first. All those in favor vote aye,
opposed nay. Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: 25 ayes, O nays, Mr. President, on adoption of LR 99.

PRESIDENT: LR 99, having to do with Union, Nebraska, is
accepted. We'll vote now on LR 100. All those in favor vote
aye, opposed nay. Roger, did you want to say something for the
record?

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: I just wanted to make one more comment about
Nehawka, if I might. Governor Sheldon served the State of
Nebraska as Governor from 1907 until 1909. I thought 1I'd make
that note of history and say he was the first native Nebraska
Governor and he did come from Nehawka. I would just 1like to
make that point. That concludes. Thank you.

PRES'DENT: Very good. Thank you. The gquestion is the adoption
of LR 100. All those in favor vote aye, opposed nay. We are
voting on LR 100. 1 need a little help, please. Thank you.
Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: 25 ayes, O nays, Mr. President, on adoption of LR 100.

PRESIDENT: LR 100 is adopted. We'll move on to number 6, the
confirmation report.

CLERK: Mr. President, confirmation reports offered by the
Education Committee, signed by Senator Withem as Chair, is found
on page 1823 of the Journal.

PRESIDENT: Senator Withem, please.
SENATOR WITHEM: Yes, Mr. President, members of the body. About
