be tampering with it . What t his amendment would do and this
b i l l w o u l d do , i t wo u l d ci r c u mvent I n i t i at i ve 3 0 0 , a n d I t h i nk
this is w rong, folks. We shouldn't be doing that. If we want
to change it, let's be up fr ont, introduce a constitutional
amendment and put it on the ballot and see what they want. But
I say to you if you do it this time around, the people are not
ready, the people are not ready to change. In fact I think that
a constitutional amendment would get beaten very badly, very
badly. But let's be up front about it instead of trying to pass
this amendment or adopt this amendment and then p as s a bill.
This is how we lose our credibility down here, and if this bill
is a dvanced, we will lose our credibility if we have a ny left .
Many years ago I can remember, I' ve been in this Legislature, in
this body, for 11 years and I can remember the first year I was
down here, the farmers came to us and they said, we need h e lp,
but we didn't listen to them. We went on about our ways. Sure
we in t r o d u ced b i l l s an d h e l d p ub l i c h ea r i ng s , b ut we d i dn ' t . . . we
were not serious about it and so we didn't pass any bills. So
they took it into their own hands. They had a petition drive
and they got it on the ballot and they passed it. So now we
need to l ive with it. I'm a str ong supporter of economic
development. I think I' ve served on about as many committees as
anybody and have worked v ery hard on it. It is true, maybe it
has hurt economic development. I don't know, but I don't think
it's been all that bad. So let's wait another couple years, see
how it works, and then come down here and be up front with it ,
introduce a constitutional amendment and let the people vote on
it. So I would urge you to vote down this amendment.

President and members of the Legislature,
and, Mr. President, I thank you for commenting on that bec ause
much of the discussion has not been on the amendment. I just
simply want to point ou t that the amendment is a frien dly
amendment and it is one that we felt would clarify and identify,
it broadens to ma k e it a business instrument that really is
useful within the total scope of the business i nstruments w i t h
which we have to deal in doing business within Nebraska. I
t hank y o u .
