SENATOR COORDSEN: If I may expand just a little bit, my
original draft was to put into the cash fund all money over the
actual cost of providing an abstract, and there was gquite a lot
of objection to that because of the inability to determine what
the exact cost was to pull the records on a daily or weekly or
whatever basis. So that was my original intention with this
amendment was simply to put into the Cash Fund those amounts of
money that were over the cost of providing the abstract, the
revenue producing side, and it was suggested to me that this
would be a much simpler way then account for the cost on the
appropriation side.

SENATOR HIGGINS: Okay, thank you, Senator.

PRESIDENT: I understand we have an amendment to the Coordsen
amendment.

CLERK: Mr. President, Senator Chambers would move to amend.
Senator, may I assume I should read the amendment. (Read

I would ask for a ruling of the Chair on the
germaneness of this amendment.
