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million. I just wanted to mention to you before you vote on it
we are talking about $23 million and 2.5 million right now. I
have made up my mind that some of these A bills, most of them,
I'm going to be voting against even those that I feel are a very
worthy cause. Tw o and a half million dollars. Two and a half
million dollars. I guess that's part of the reason for trying
to raise the sales tax, part of the reason for trying to raise
the income tax. It's probably the more worthy thing than 775 or
the race tracks. But I am wondering if i t's absolutely
necessary that we appropriate $2.5 million for 1988. We don' t
really know where we are going to be next year. B ut I merel y
wanted to bring this to your attention. Mr. President, I would
ask for a machine vote. Thank you.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Senato r ...I h ave som e other lights on .
Senator Schmit, Senator Landis, Senator Abboud and Senator Lamb,
do you c are to dis cuss LB 218A and the advancement thereof?
That being the case, your lights are coming off. We have had a
request for a machi ne vo te on the adva ncement of LB 218A.
S enator Warner, would you care to close on the ad vancement o f
t he b i l l ?

SENATOR WAR NER : Well, Mr. President and me mbers o f the
Legislature, LB 218A is t he app ropriation for t he enabling
legislation. I would assume if you want to get the issue sorted
out, t he A b ill o ught t o be adv anced with the en abling
legislation and I would hope the body would do so.
