Mr. President, your Committee on Education, whose Chair is
Senator Withem, would report LR 265CA to General File, LR 1028
GCeneral File...I mean LB 1028, excuse me, LB 1103, LB 1142,
LB 1193 and LB 1197 all to General File, LB 859 indefinitely
postponed, and LB 891 indefinitely postponed. Those are all
signed by Senator Withem as Chair, Mr. President. (See page 860
of the Legislative Journal.)

PRESIDENT: While the Legislature is in session and capable of
transacting business, 1 propose to 8ign and do sign LB 428.
We'll move on to Select File. Mr. Clerk, LB 352.

CLERK: Mr. President, 352, the E & R amendments have been
adopted, Mr. President, on February 10 of this year. When we
left the bill that day 1 had pending an amendment from Senator
Abboud. Senator Abboud's amendment is on page 419 of the
