Senator Barrett, please.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Thank you, Mr. President and members. I move
that LB 517A be indefinitely postponed. Thank you.

PRESIDENT: You have heard the explanation. All those in favor
of indefinitely postponing LB 517A vote aye, opposed nay.
Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

ASSISTANT CLERK: 21 ayes, 0 nays on the motion to kill the
bill, Mr. President.

PRESIDENT: LB S517A is indefinitely postponed. Move on to #7,
General File, LB 838A.

ASSISTANT CLERK: Mr. President, LB 838A was introduced by
Senator Schellpeper. (Read title.)

PRESIDENT: Senator Schellpeper, please.

SENATOR SCHELLPEPER: Thank you, Mr. President and members.
This is a bill that we have to have to allow the Administrative
Services to spend the money that is in this fund. They

originally set it up for $25,000. We arqued that amount and
they said, well, we finally agreed on 5,000, so that is what is
in it. This will not be spent. It is just to allow them to
spend the money that is in there, so they said it probably won't
be 5,000 a year. I would move that we advance the bill.

PRESIDENT: Any further discussion? If not, the question is the
advancement of the bill. All those in favor vote aye, opposed
nay. Please vote if you care to. Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: 25 ayes, O nays, Mr. President, on the advancement of
838A.

PRESIDENT: LB 838A is advanced. We will move on to General
File, LB 160.

CLERK: Mr. President, 160 was a bill that was introduced by
Senator Pappas and Senator Hartnett. (Read title.) The bill
was introduced on January 9 of last year. At that time, it was
referred to the Retirement Committee for public hearing. The
bill was advanced to General File, Mr. President. I have
Retirement Committee amendments pending.
