The
General Affairs Committee did hear this bill. And the committee
amendments are mostly technical in n a ture. There is one
substantive change, other than the technical amendments, and
that substantive change says that anybody wanting to operate a
brew pub would make application to the lo cal g overning body,
such as we ha ve in 911. It would conform the application of
license to the local governing body rather than to t h e Liquor
Contro l Commissi on . As or i gi nal l y d r af t ed t h i s b i l l sa i d t hat
they would apply to the Liquor Control Commission, and the
committee felt that they, like all other liquor entities, should
apply to the local governing body who would then vote to either
grant or deny the li cense. And then the Liquor C ontrol
Commission would abide b y t he recommendation of the local
governing body. Other than that, the amendments are t echnical
in nat u r e , br i ngi n g t hem i n l i ne wi t h what now e xi st s i n
statute. I would a sk for the adoption of th e committee
amendments.

That has not happened
y et, so we are asking that the fee be in line with the ol d
structure, and that is w hat m y a mendment to the committee
a mendments does do, and that is all that it does.
