SENATOR V. JOHNSON: Mr. Speaker, I think I'll just ask for a
quick roll call vote. Makes no difference what the order is.

SPEAKER BARRETT: We've had a request for a reverse order.
Senator Lamb is here now. I believe we're all present. The
cuestion is the adoption of the Johnson amendment to LB 518. A
roll call in reverse order. (Gavel.) Mr. Clerk.
