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some revenue. It will make money for the state and it is simply
to move the A bill along at this time, so I would simply ask to
advance the A bill.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Thank you. Senator Withem.

SENATOR WITHEM: Yes. Senator Hartnett, I have got a number of
questions about this and a number of concerns about it and I
probably wouldn't be standing here speaking if we hadn't, two
years ago on a "trust me" sort of an arrangement on a revenue
measure, ended up instituting for a nine-month period some sort
of sales tax on services, and that troubled me greatly.
What...I am seeing your handout here. Can you explain to me how
your handout when you are explaining four other bills that are
somehow going to be merged into one, and tell me how this
handout relates to what it is you are doing.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Senator Hartnett.

SENATOR HARTNETT: Yes, I want to...Senator Withem, 1 simply
want to explain what...

SPEAKER BARRETT: Senator Hartnett, excuse me, will you speak
into the microphone. Thank you.

SENATOR HARTNETT: Excuse me. Senator Withem, it simply means
that the A bill needs to be advanced. It will sit on Select
File. We will then attempt, the seven or eight people of us
will attempt to suspend the rules, take 395 and add these
amendments to it. This is only dealing with the A bill. It is

not dealing with 395. So we are simply advancing the A bill.
If we do not get it, it has no priority status. Chances are, it
is way don't the list, we may not get to it. Then we can

debate, you can debate, I can debate 395 at that particular
time. It is simply dealing with the A bill.

SENATOR WITHEM: Okay, all of the stuff that you handed out, the

1184, 1191, nothing is happening with that at this point. That
will happen when and if 395, itself, comes up.

SENATOR HARTNETT: Yeah.
SENATOR WITHEM: Okay, I guess I would just like to...I see no

problem with advancing an A bill if it is just a procedural
advancement at this point, but I would like te, I gquess, serve
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
