Madam Chair, the b ills  have to do
with tax issues, any tax issue that deals with whether or not 
tl?e Legislature, I guess, determines the tax rates as opposed to 
the Board of Equalization. It is a b il l  introduced by 
Senator. . .both b ills  happen to be introduced by Senator Warner. 
They have potential impacts, I guess, on every subdivision of 
government. Senator Haberman. That is why my rather elusive 
answer to your rather lucid question. Thank you.
