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CLERK: Mr. President, Senator Baack would move to amend.
Senator, I have your AM0345 in front of me. Journal page 825.
SENATOR MORRISSEY: Senator Baack on the amendment.
SPEAKER BAACK: Yes, Mr. Chairman and colleagues, this amendment
is one that deals with the transportation issue, and it says 
that if the school district is going to receive the 
reimbursement for the transportation, they are going to actually 
provide the transportation and receive the reimbursement for it, 
th5:y would only be able to receive that reimbursement from the 
point on their route, on their normal route that is the closest 
to where this person lives, they would only receive from where 
the person lives to that point on the route. And they would not 
receive the reimbursement all the way from where the student 
lives, all the way to the school district. It would only be to 
the point closest on the bus route to where that student lives, 
and so they'd only be receiving part of that aid, and that's 
what reimbursement could go to the school district. With that, 
I would urge the adoption of this amendment. I would be glad to 
answer any questions if I can.
SENATOR MORRISSEY: Any discussion on the amendment? Seeing
none... Senator Baack waives closing. We'll now proceed to vote 
on Senator Baack's amendment. All those in favor vote aye, 
opposed vote nay. Record, Mr. Clerk.
