inland lakes, what are we fighting about? Senator Wesely says,
don"t even need Deer Creek. I don"t know if they need it or
not. We know there are some points they need to argue about,
winter flows on the Laramie and other tributaries. Let"s
negotiate that, but for once in our life let"s show some good
faith and stay out of court. I was at a water conference and
someone asked one...of our young Attorney General how we got
along, what we were discussing with our neighboring states. He
said, we"re suing them all. That"s something to be proud of,
isn"t it? Sue them all. Ladies and gentlemen, 1 ask for your
support for one of the best motions you®re going to have to vote
on on this budget or any other budget during this session.
