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check in, please. Senator Nelson, check in, please. Senator 
Morrissey, check in. Senator Robak, check in, please. We are 
looking for Senators Chambers and Will. We are looking for 
Senator Chambers. All members are now present. Mr. Clerk, call 
the roll.
CLERK: (Roll call vote taken. See page 2928 of the Legislative
Journal.) 33 ayes, 11 nays, Mr. President.
SPEAKER BAACK: The motion prevails. Next item, Mr. Clerk.
While the Legislature is in session and capable of transacting 
business, I do sign the certificates authorizing the vetoes that 
we have overridden as a Legislature, and also those certificates 
on the vetoes that we did not override. Mr. Clerk, items for 
the record.
CLERK: Mr. President, I have your Enrolling Clerk has presented
to the Governor the last bills read on Final Reading. (Re:
LB 627, LB 627A, LB 693, LB 813, LB 829, LB 829A, LB 849.) And,
Mr. President, I have an explanation of vote from Senator 
Horgan. (See page 2933 of the Legislative Journal.) That is
all that I have.
SPEAKER BAACK: We will now proceed to Final Reading and
LR 186CA.
CLERK: Mr. President, LR 186CA is on Final Reading. It was
considered, I believe, yesterday by the Legislature. The bill 
failed to pass with the necessary votes to place it on the 
special election. Senator Hall moved to bracket the bill. The
first motion I have this evening is by Senators Lindsay, Will,
Hall, Pirsch, Chizek, Abboud, Hartnett, Lynch.
