CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays to go under call. Madam President.
PRESIDENT MOUL: The house is under call. Would all unexcused
senators please return to the Chambers and record their
presence. All unauthorized personnel must leave the floor. 
Would the senators please check in. Looking for Senator Baack, 
Senator Beutler, Senator Landis, Senator Moore, Senator Byars,
Senator Chambers. Senator Schmit and Senator Hefner and Senator
Labedz. Senator Schmit, would you please check in. We are 
looking for Senators Chambers and Beutler. Still looking for 
Senator Chambers. Senator Robak has asked for a roll call vote
in reverse order. We will proceed with the motion to
indefinitely postpone LR 9.
CLERK: (Roll call vote taken in reverse order. See
pages 551-52 of the Legislative Journal.) 7 ayes, 31 nays. 
Madam President, on the indefinite postpone motion.
PRESIDENT MOUL: Motion fails. I will raise the call. Is there
anything further on the bill, Mr. Clerk?
CLERK: Nothing further on the bill at this time. Madam

PRESIDENT MOUL: Senator Will.
