PRESIDENT MOUL: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. We will proceed now with
General File, LB 130.

CLERK: Madam President, LB 130 was a bill originally introduced

by Senators Schimek, Nelson, Dierks, and Peterson. (Read
title.) The bill was iIntroduced in January of last year. At
that time, it was referred to the Judiciary Committee for public
hearing. The bill was advanced to General File. Committee

amendments were considered on January 28 of this year. They
were adopted at that time. There were amendments to the bill by
Senator Moore that were adopted.

PRESIDENT MOUL: Senator Schimek, would you like to refresh our
memory on what"s happened with the bill, open again.

SENATOR  SCHIMEK: Well, Madam President, members of the body,
the other day we considered several amendments and did adopt the
Moore amendment which was the main adoption to the committee
amendment, and the Moore amendment simply said that you would
exempt any establishment having a liquor license 1issued under
the Nebraska Liquor Control Act for the sale of alcoholic liquor
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
