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SENATOR SCHIMEK: So even though...okay, so you"re saying..-.
SENATOR KRISTENSEN: Plus 1 think that...

SENATOR SCHIMEK:  ...no, we couldn"t...we couldn"t...
SENATOR KRISTENSEN: Well, 1 think there’s...

SENATOR SCHIMEK:...do something earlier that Congress has
already decided at the federal level.

SENATOR KRISTENSEN: I think there"s a serious question about
your being able to do that, plus you"ve got those other two acts
that were referred to earlier that they®re already in the area.
I think Congress, and 1 think that®"s what the Attorney General®s
Opinion goes to, is that Congress has already dealt with that
area. IT Congress was totally silent, then 1 think we"re free
to operate in those areas, except, and then there"s the
exception for the local hazard areas, and then that"s another
provision in the bill that we haven"t talked about, but there"s
an exception in that area that if there is specific local
hazards and we haven"t discussed that, that exception, but that
would be the area that you would look at.

SENATOR SCHIMEK: Okay, thank you.

PRESIDENT MOUL: Thank you. Senator Schimek. Senator Morrissey,
followed by Senators Wickersham, Lamb, Kristensen, Chambers and
Byars. Senator Morrissey.
