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to answer any questions if there are, otherwise I would just 
urge the advancement of the bill.
PRESIDENT MOUL. Thank you. Speaker Baack. Senator Haberman. 
SENATOR HABERMAN: Senator Baack, I have a question.
SPEAKER BAACK: Yes, Senator Haberman.
SENATOR HABERMAtt: My notes show that if this...had this
legislation been in effect for the 1990 election, it would have 
cost $1 million from the General Fund. Do you have any comments 
on that?
SPEAKER BAACK: I am not sure where you got your numbers from,
first of all. I don't know where...I have never seen it. Yeah, 
the original bill did call for that million dollars, but the 
bill has been totally amended and...
SENATOR HABERMAN: It has been, the original bill, then, has
been cut back so that...
SPEAKER BAACK: Oh, yes, it has.
SENATOR HABERMAN: ...it will not...would not have cost a
million dollars if it had been 1990, is that what you are
saying?
SPEAKER BAACK: That is correct. Under the present form, it
would not cost a million dollars.
SENATOR HABERMAN: Thank you.
PRESIDENT MOUL: Thank you. Senator Haberman. Does anyone else
wish to speak to the bill? Seeing none, do you have closing. 
Speaker Baack? Closing is waived. We will now vote on the 
motion to advance LB 556A. All those in favor please vote aye, 
opposed nay. Have you all voted? Please record, Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 26 ayes, 0 nays. Madam President, on the advancement of
556A.
PRESIDENT MOUL: LB 556A is advanced. LB 1241A.
CLERK: LB 1241A introduced by Senator Peterson. (Read title.)
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
