you now that the feds will have their foot to the floor again
next year. The 1993 session will be one of tough budget
choices.

assistance to crime victims, and library automation for
13 Nebraska communities. | am also pleased that
24 community-based domestic violence programs will receive
additional funding this year. One of the most notable pieces of
legislation iIn many years was accomplished this year with the
passage of LB 1257. This bill strengthens environmental

protection on several fronts from solid waste management to air
quality, to establishment of the Environmental Trust Fund, and I
am extremely pleased to have LB 1257 enacted into law. Our
plate will be Tfull again next year with dozens of difficult
policy issues, but each of us can leave here today knowing that
we have given the best of ourselves for the good of Nebraska. |
thank you for your patience, your hard work, and your commitment
to the citizens of Nebraska.
