In the bill, it describes what course of conduct is that would
be considered as harassment or part of the harassment definition
and it says following or stalking a person or telephoning a
person would be considered harassment and there are a couple
more fairly explicit items that 1 pulled out of Section 42-924
on protective order language that I'm adding to that definition
to make it absolutely clear that these things are covered too
and one of the things that would be covered is detaining a
person or imposing any restraint on their personal liberty and
that language, imposing any restraint on their personal liberty,
comes from 42-924, the domestic abuse statute. That"s all it
does. Thank you.

Seeing none, we will now vote
on the Beutler amendment to LB 299. All those in favor please
vote ?yek opposed hay.- Have you all voted?
