But
I would simply move instead of out and out trying to stop the
advancement of LB 505, 1°d file a bracket motion. I will be
filing the samebracket motion on LB152 if indeed it is
successful . But either way, | think the body needs to wait a
secondbefore 1it. just continues tothrow money at a very
laudable goal, but I don’t know if ther~ may be some other ways
we can accomplish the same goal or there are some existing
resources that we can use to solve problems in the manner that
LB 505 is talkingabout. So the motion isto bracket until next
year, leave the billon Final Reading, file a like motion on
152, treat them both the same and try and encompass it into the
overall health conversations we"re going to have in the next few
months anyway. So | move to bracket the bill until January.
