SENATOR LINDSAY: Seventy-four nine, 74,900, currently.
SENATOR PIRSCH: That"s what they®re making now?

SENATOR  LINDSAY: Right, and then the 3percent will be
seventy-seven one, and then seventy-nine four.

SENATOR PIRSCH: Seventy-nine four. So in 1996, that will be
their salary at that time.

SENATOR LINDSAYI: Right.

SENATOR PIRSCH: And the juvenile court judges?

SENATOR LINDSAY: Are equal to the district court judges.
SENATOR PIRSCH: They"re equal to district court.
SENATOR LINDSAY: Right.

SENATOR PIRSCH: And the county court judges?

SENATOR LINDSAY: Are equal to the workcomp judges, and those
are the last figures that 1 gave you.

SENATOR PIRSCH: So our workmen®s comp and our county judges are
the same, --.

SENATOR  PIRSCH: _...at this time, and would have the same
percentages automatically in January, 1995, by 3 percent, and
January, 1996, by another 3 percent.
