Have you all voted? Members, your attention to the board. If 
you care to vote, please do so. Mr. Clerk, record. Senator 
Kristensen, for what purpose do you rise? Question before the 
body is, shall the house go under call? All of those in favor 
vote aye, opposed vote nay. Record, Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 10 ayes, 0 nays to place the house under call,
Mr. President.
SPEAKER WITHEM: House is under call. Members absent, please
return. Unauthorized parties, leave the floor. Members in the 
Chamber, record your presence. Senator Kristensen, for what 
purpose do you rise?
SENATOR KRISTENSEN: Mr. President, I would accept call-in
votes.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Senator Chambers, I believe it is your motion.
Senator Kristensen placed us under call, but I believe you would 
be the appropriate one to ask as to whether call-in votes are 
appropriate. Thank you. Senator Chambers. Members who are 
absent, please return.
CLERK: Senator Hartnett voting yes. Senator Hilgert voting
yes. Senator Wesely voting yes.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Record, Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President, on the adoption of
Senator Chambers' amendment to the committee amendments.
SPEAKER WITHEM: The amendment is adopted. The call is raised.
Mr. Clerk, anything else on the committee amendments?
CLERK: Mr. President, there is. The next amendment I have is
by...Senator Abboud would move to amend. You want to roll that 
over. Senator. Is that right? Okay.
SPEAKEP WITHEM: We'll pass over that amendment. Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: Senator Chambers, I'm back to your floor amendment.
