A BILL

FOR AN ACT relating to vocational technical education; to provide
for a committee; and to require a study.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. The Vocational Technical Education Study
Committee is created. Unless otherwise provided in  this section,
members of the committee shall be appointed by the Executive Board
of the Legislative Council and shall include:

(1) A representative of the Nebraska business community;

(2) A representative of a labor union;

(3) A representative of the Department of Labor,
appointed by the Commissioner of Labor;

(4) A representative of the State Department of
Education, appointed by the Commissioner of Education;

(5) A representative of a Class V school district;

(6) A representative of an association of school boards;

(7) A member of the Education Committee of the
Legislature;

(8) A member of the Business and Labor Committee of the
Legislature; and

(9) Amember of the Appropriations Committee of the
Legislature.

Members of the committee shall be appointed within thirty
days after the effective date of this act. Members shall be
reimbursed for their actual and necessary expenses in carrying out
their duties as members of the committee as provided in sections
81-1174 to 81-1177.

Sec. 2. The Vocational Technical Education Study
Committee shall conduct a study to identify the area of greatest
need for vocational technical education and examine the feasibility
of addressing those needs with the construction of a vocational

technical high school or schools.
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The committee shall complete its study and present its
findings and recommendations in a report to the Legislature on or
before December 1, 2000. The committee shall terminate upon

presentation of its report to the Legislature.
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
