SENATOR VRTISKA: Anyway, with that, 1 just wanted to make
that...make sure that everybody was clear on that and 1
appreciate it and obviously will support the bill.._.

Mr. President, and
members of the Legislature, |1 notice on page 5 of LB 267,
starting in line 10, it says, and I didn"t know this was in the
statute, "alcoholic liquor also includes confections or candy
with alcohol content of more than one-half of 1 percent
e.icohol”. So, if somebody puts that amount of alcohol in candy
or any other product, then that isalcoholic liquor. It does
not have to be in liquid form. And 1 didn"t know that was in
the statute when 1 was going through that discussion earlier

today. So sometimes we know more than we  think we know.
