Whether it takes on a religious connotation,
an ethical, or a moral one, the idea is to try to find that
rectitude in our lives that causes us to walk, as much as we"re
able, in accord with the things that we say we believe. Since 1
don"t stay here for the closing festivities, | want to say to my
good friend in the green suit, Senator Chris Peterson, that she
is a person. ..
