SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Chambers. The question
before the body is to reconsider the vote taken on FA280 to part 
two of the divided committee amendments to LB 175. All those in 
favor of the reconsider motion vote aye, opposed nay. Have you
all voted who care to? Record, Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 0 ayes, 3 nays, Mr. President, on the motion to
reconsider.
SENATOR CUDABACK: The motion to reconsider failed. Mr. Clerk,
next item, agenda item. Items for the record?
CLERK: Mr. President, priority bill designations: LB 1125, by
Senator Bourne; Senator Kiel has selected LB 155. Your 
Committee on Revenue reports LB 948, General File; LB 924,
LB 962, LB 1082, LB 1099, and LB 1109 as indefinitely postponed. 
Mr. President, series of hearing notices from the Natural 
Resources Committee, from the Revenue Committee, and from the
Revenue/Transportation Committee with respect to LB 1445.
Mr. President, a series of adds: Senator Schmitt would like to
remove his name from LB 1394; Senator Tyson, (add his name to) 
LB 1095; Senator Kremer, LB 1174; Senator Aguilar, LB 1363; 
Senator Redfield, LB 1422; Senator Dwite Pedersen, LB 1102. 
That's all that I have, Mr. President. (Legislative Journal 
pages 505-506.)
SENATOR CUDABACK: Senator Chambers, would you like to adjourn
us until February 1 at nine o'clock?
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Mr. President, I'm not throwing in the towel,
but I'm doing this as a boon to you. I move that we adjourn 
until tomorrow morning, February 1st, at 9:00 a.m.
