that until we get to Select. All that 1 want to do at this
point is bring the definition in the statute in [line with the
definition given by the Nebraska Supreme Court. The committee
amendment does it in a softer, gentler method. It simply puts a
period after the word '"felony"” and strikes the erroneous
language that suggests that an infraction is a civil offense.
The Nebraska Supreme Court, looking at this definition, said,
no, 1t"s not a civil offense. So I"m in favor of the committee
amendment and obviously 1™"m in favor of the bill.
