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them through the State Fair or else move their tent. And it was 
going to cost them I think they said $500 to move their tent
4 feet because they had to change locations within the fair if 
they were going to use one bingo club's or one charitable or one 
Lion's Club permit. So all this does is extend the time that 
they can hold a single bingo event at one spot. And it doesn't 
open it up other than just basically the State Fair is all it 
is. With that. I'd be glad to answer any other questions. 
Thank you.
