SENATOR BOHLKE: Thank you, Mr.President and members. We...1
filed this because, at the end of thelast time we discussed
this bill, it seemed very likely that we may lose the whole
bill.Senator Landis had still wanted to take it up, but
reading comments in the paper today and the likelihood of this
bill being signed eventually looks rather dim and so, therefore,
SenatorLandis has been working and wants to have some
discussion.  I*11 pull my amendment and we"ll let Senator Landis
get to the issue he would like to discuss with us. Thank you.
